Gifts of Securities

A gift of cash is the easiest and most frequent way of giving.
Your gift, by mail, over the phone, or on our secure Web site will
be recorded and receipted promptly. These gifts are deductible
for federal income tax purposes, subject to the limitations placed
on charitable gifts by the Internal Revenue Service.

Gifts of securities often confer significant tax benefits for the
donor. For example, contributions of securities held for over
one year are generally deductible at fair market value, regard-
less of what the donor paid for the securities. In addition,
donations of securities may be exempt from capital gains
taxes. Donors are encouraged to consult their financial
advisors before making gifts of securities.

The University's investment policy is to spend 5 percent of a five-year moving average of an endowed scholarship fund. The 5
percent is applied each year to the college costs of the student (or students) who receive a particular scholarship. The remain-
ing portion of the earned income, if any, is returned to the endowment fund so it can grow and yield a larger scholarship.
