Black Box Theatre 
Doctoral candidates will gather in the Black Box Theatre, don robes, receive instructions for the ceremony, 
and line up for the processional.  A staff member will monitor the entrance to the room so that your 
belongings can be kept there during the ceremony, but we ask that any valuables be left with your guests for 
safekeeping. 

Tickets 
Tickets are not required for the Doctoral Hooding ceremony.  Guests will be seated on a first-come, first-
seated basis.  Guests are asked to arrive at the Performing Arts Center by 4:00 pm so that they may be 
seated before the academic procession begins. 

Academic Attire 
Doctoral regalia is available for rental and the cost will be $175 including tax.  A refundable deposit of $300 
is required at the time the order is placed.  Regalia may also be purchased.  Purchase prices vary and must 
be accompanied by a $600 non-refundable deposit.   

Please bring the enclosed Doctoral Robes Order Form to the Barnes & Noble Bookstore at the Garden City 
campus (Ruth S. Harley University Center, lower level) no later than April 3.  A late fee will be charged for 
orders received after that date.  If you cannot get to the bookstore in person, or if you have any questions, 
please call them at 516.877.3900. 

Doctoral candidates carry their hoods so that the color signifying their degree is clearly visible.  Candidates 
will carry their hood onto the stage and will be hooded by their mentor during the ceremony. 

Photography 
When you arrive, you will be given a card provided by Grad Images, who will photograph you as you are 
hooded.  Please fill out the information on the card.  You will hand it to the announcer on stage who will 
announce your name, and the contact information will be used by Grad Images to send you your proofs.
