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Graduate International Recognition Scholarship 

Terms & Conditions 
 

 

 
1. To be eligible for the Adelphi Graduate International Recognition Scholarship beginning in 

summer 2026, fall 2026, or spring 2027, you must meet the requirements listed below. 

 

2. You must be an international student, accepted into an eligible graduate program, and enroll 

as a new Adelphi graduate student in 9 or more credits per semester. A minimum cumulative 

undergraduate GPA of 3.2 is required for consideration. 

● Eligible new recipients may receive $2,000 in their first academic year. 

● The award is applicable for the first two semesters of enrollment at the Garden City 

campus or our centers in Hauppauge, Manhattan, or Hudson Valley. 

● Previous recipients enrolled in 9 credits within the summer 2026, fall 2026, or spring 

2027 semesters will receive $1,000 per semester. 

 

3. This award, in combination with other tuition awards, cannot exceed the costs for tuition and 

fees. This award may not be combined with any other forms of scholarships, grants, or 

remission. If the amount of this scholarship exceeds any other form of institutional aid, it will 

replace any award of a lower amount. 

 

4. This award may not be applied toward the following programs: graduate online programs, 

contractual programs, doctoral-level programs, certificate programs, the master’s in biology, and 

communication sciences and disorders. 

 

5. You will automatically be considered upon receipt of your complete graduate admissions 

application. Eligible students will receive a scholarship letter with their letter of acceptance. 

 

6. Adelphi University reserves the right to revoke or adjust this award based on academic or 

behavioral violations, changes in enrollment, or eligibility for other federal, state, or institutional 

aid. 
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
